Youth, neighbors, future
homebuyers, and the wider community will collaborate on our construction sites,
strengthening relationships and creating opportunities for desperately needed
affordable homeownership.

The Pope Leo Villages Campaign directly supports HFHGB’s ongoing commitment
to communities across its service area, where the organization focuses on
strengthening the neighborhood housing market and fostering community
connections.
